It seems to me that our
region is right in step with this focus in our CPE culture. The diverse
culture envisioned in the goal option {(above) looks way beyond voting
rights and dietary customs. We are being invited to walk the walk as an
organization, practicing what we encourage in our CPE groups. At the
same time, we will be discovering those values that are core, which we
shouldn’t change — even when that may cause some offense. Itis an
exciting and chatlengmg time for our ministry.
